22nd June 2026 Dear parents and carers, 
  
With warm weather forecast this week, we will be implementing 
temporary warm-weather arrangements from Tuesday 23-6-26 to 
Thursday 25-6-26 to help students feel comfortable and ready to 
learn. Students may choose to wear their normal school uniform 
without a blazer, or they may wear the Hawkley Hall High School PE 
kit. 
If PE kit is worn, it must not include tracksuit bottoms; shorts or 
skorts only are permitted. 
  
Please note: 

 Own clothes are not permitted. 
 Students wearing school uniform must wear school shoes, 

not trainers. 
 Students wearing PE kit must wear the full Hawkley Hall High 

School PE kit not items of their own clothing. 
 Expectations regarding jewellery and other standards remain 

in place. 
  
This is not usual practice. Although temperatures in the 20s can feel 
warm, school uniform is normally expected. However, with 
temperatures forecast to reach the 30s in the coming days, we have 
spoken to students, who have requested this temporary flexibility 
for these days only. 
Please support your child by ensuring they have a refillable water 
bottle. Filling stations are available before school, at break, and at 
lunchtime, but not during lessons. Please encourage your child to 
use them at appropriate times to maximise learning. 



  
At present, temperatures are expected to fall back into the 20s on 
Friday, so full school uniform (with blazers oƯ) will be required on 
Friday. I will provide a further update on Thursday evening if this 
changes.

As we approach the final few weeks of the school year, we are 
pleased to share that our students have shown real positivity and 
determination.

Due to these risks, we must prioritise the safety and wellbeing of all 
students. Any squishy toy brought into school will be confiscated 
and disposed of immediately. Unfortunately, we are unable to store 
these items due to the mess they can make and the allergy issue.

(TfGM) that from the 23rd of February, the 956 school bus service 
between HHHS and Winstanley will no longer stop in the afternoon 
between the school and Holmes House Avenue to manage 
overcrowding on this service. Students who live closer are 
encouraged to take the 601 bus service from Colby/Whitecroft 
Road, which follows the same route to Holmes House Avenue, to 
ensure that those travelling the furthest can use the 956 school 
service. 
  
Unfortunately, as a school we do not have any control of the 
decisions relating to the buses as they are not commissioned by 
school, however where possible we work with TfGM and 
Stagecoach to ensure that our students are catered for.

Can we also 
please have your support in ensuring that students are in front of 
the teachers as often as possible and as such use the toilets before 
school, break, lunch and after school unless they have a medical 
condition.

Good afternoon, 
 
We have had a lovely start back to the year for all students today. 
This included assemblies regarding our expectations, and, 
importantly, attendance to school. Students in Hawkley Hall High 
School with more than 90% attendance achieve on average one 
grade more in all their subjects, than students with less than 90%. 
Attendance means being in front of the teachers. Please ensure 
that you support your child to attend school everyday on time in full 
school uniform. 
 
As mentioned in my letter prior to summer, if your child needs to 
miss their learning by leaving the classroom during lesson to use 
the toilet, we will send you an email to let you know. My hope is that 
this will support any students who have a medical pass with their 
next medical review, and an students without a medical pass with 
their attendance in lessons. Thank you for continuing to support our 
school by asking your child, where possible, to use the toilet before 
school, break, lunch or after school. Again, students will not be 
stopped from going to the toilet during lessons. 
 
Finally, our open evening for primary students takes place next 
Wednesday from 5.30pm until 7.30 pm.
